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Stoke Park Junior School is situated in Bishopstoke, an urban area on the eastern side of Eastleigh.  It enjoys easy access to the M3 and M27, and the cities of Southampton and Winchester are a twenty-minute drive away.

Stoke Park Junior School shares a spacious and well landscaped campus with Stoke Park Infant School and The Keppel Centre, and lies in the catchment area of Wyvern Technology College.  There is considerable contact and close co-operation between the three schools, and a positive working relationship exists between all the Wyvern Pyramid schools.

Stoke Park Junior School is a county controlled school catering for children aged between 7 and 11 years.  Our maximum number on roll is 384.

We are very proud of the excellent facilities we have.  There are twelve classrooms with well-equipped, easily accessible cloakroom spaces and toilets.  There are a number of small study areas which allow group/individual work to take place outside the classroom.

In addition we have:

· Mobile technology including 120 iPaids, 30 laptops and 35 sets of Lego WeDo.
· 14 networked Windows computers located within classrooms with access to the World Wide Web

· Promethean Activpanels with multi-touch in each classroom and the music and drama room

· Many other ICT resources to aid digital learning including SEND iPad apps to facilitate learning for children with special educational needs

· An extensive and well-stocked library from which children may borrow fiction and non-fiction books using our web-based Libresoft and librarian system
· A modern and well-equipped cookery room

· A Music/Drama room

· A large hall, which is used for assemblies, lunch, PE, Drama, etc.

· A wide range of good-quality learning resources in all areas of the curriculum

· An accessible toilet

· Extensive, attractive schools grounds with a wide range of teaching opportunities, including a pond and outdoor seating.  The grounds also benefit from a multi use games area, timber trail, quiet area, shelter and outdoor classroom.
· Access to other facilities in the neighbourhood, including Stoke Park Woods, to enrich our own facilities.

Our Vision
The Governors, Headteacher and staff of Stoke Park Junior School are committed to offering our children a wide range of experiences which are designed to lead them to intellectual independence, flexibility of thought and personal confidence.  While helping them to achieve their own potential, we place great value on having consideration for other people, for being polite, helpful and lacking in prejudice.  We believe that much of this must come from the nurturing of spiritual and moral values in the children’s daily lives by parents and teachers.  With the active participation and support of parents we aim to provide an environment which will allow all the children to develop lively and enquiring minds, to acquire knowledge and to derive real enjoyment from learning.

The Curriculum

Within the curriculum a heavy emphasis is given to Literacy, mathematics, Science and ICT, whilst maintaining a broad and balanced curriculum.  Music and PE play a strong part in the life of the school.  A range of instrumental music lessons are available to the children; we also provide extended opportunities for the children by providing various after-school clubs.  A range of sporting fixtures with other schools provides the opportunity for children to test their competitive skills!

The curriculum is enriched by a wide range of day visits, visiting speakers and residential visits.

Parental involvement is crucial in the school and ways are continually being found to extend this.  Many parents visit the school to help in a variety of ways and the Friends of Stoke Park (FOSP) organise a number of fund-raising activities during the year.

The governing body maintains close links with the school.  Each of the governors has particular responsibilities and all visit the school on a regular basis.

Organisation and Staffing
There are currently twelve classes organised into four year groups.  The staffing complement is made up of Head, Deputy Headteacher, four Teaching and Learning Leads, class teachers, a large number of teaching assistants and an Inclusion Manager.  Teaching and Learning Leads are responsible for co-ordinating, managing and leading the work of year groups and there is a great deal of co-operation among the staff in a variety of different ways.  Our Support Staff Team also includes admin staff, lunchtime supervisors, and cleaners.  The very good level of support staff ensures the school operates effectively on a day-to-day basis

A Speech and Language Centre is attached to the school serving the needs of 14 children at Stoke Park Infant and Junior Schools with specific speech and language difficulties.

The school is committed to continuing professional development through appraisal, regular professional development interviews and on-going in-service training.
